2. Tighten or loosen the bolts

 

    Tighten bolts : Locate the turncap (picture) and rotate it clockwise to screw the bolt quickly, until 

      it cannot be rotated any more. Then start rotating with the handle clockwise to finalize tightening 

      the bolts.

 

    Loosen bolts : Rotate the handle counterclockwise to loosen the bolt. Then, to completely 

      remove the bolts, continue rotating with the turncap in the same direction.
